Sri Sri SatchidanandendraSaraswathi Swamiji (Born
on 05.01.1880, founded Adhyatma Prakasha Karyalaya in
1920, took sannyasa in 1948 and assumed the name of
““SatchidanandendraSaraswathi”, gave up his mortal coil on
05.08.1975), the founder of Adhyatma Prakasha Karyalaya,
a public charitable trust, Holenarasipura — 573211, Hassan
District, Karnataka State wrote and published more than 200
books in Kannada, English and Sanskrit language with a view
to propagate pristine pure Advaita Vedanta as expounded by
Sri Gowdapadacharya, Sri Shankaracharya and Sri
Sureshwaracharya in their famous extant works based on
the three canonical Vedantic texts collectively called
Prasthanatreyi viz., ten principal Upanishads, Bhagavad-Gita
and Vedanta Sutra (popularly known as Bramha Sutra). The
revered Swamiji carried on his incisive inquiry unbiased deep
insight into Shankara’s works for over six decades with a
profound sense of dedication and missionary zeal to cleanse
Advita Vedanta of the vast amount of dross and distortions
that it had accumulated during the millennium of the post
Shankara period. His was a lone, untrekked path, in that he
analyzed and assessed the difference of opinion among the
various groups of Vyakhyanakaras, compared and contrasted
them with the pristine pure original Bhashyas of Shankara
and finally drew unassailable and irrefutable conclusions to
reveal the distortions and adulterations in Vedantic literature.
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Thus it will not be an exaggeration if it is said that he came as
a ‘messiah’ on the Vedantic firmament to revive nay resurrect,
pristine pure Advaita Vedanta. Although the Swamiji had
authored nearly 20 odd books in English and 25 books in
Sanskrit, many of his masterpieces were in regional language
Kannada. His 2 Sanskrit books and 15 Kannada books have
been translated into English by his ardent followers and
devotees.

This has been a mighty, extraordinary service in the
realm of Vedanta, and its propagation: particularly this has
been a boon to the Kannada people, who have faithful
translations, in clear terms of Shankara’s commentaries and
also a lucid exposition of this invaluable Vedantic literature.
Naturally, he was called ‘Abhinava Shankar’, bringing a fresh
Shankara himself in his interpretation of the essence of
Vedanta, after 1000 years. Shankar’s Advita as explained and
interpreted by Swamiji only comprehends everything in life,
assimilates all that is acceptable in the various system of
thought at the level of empirical life but finally transcends
them all as it leads to the ‘Intuition’ of the Ultimate Truth by
the dint of which one becomes here and now in this life
perfectly aware of his eternal oneness with the One Atman
or Bramhan, the only Reality without a second.

We, the co-authors of this article, are 2 Westerners,
whose stumbling pilgrimage has taken us to the doors of many
so-called spiritual guides, and then by the Grace of God, to
the feet of his Holiness Swami SatchidanandendraSaraswathi.
Here we drank freely the nectar like exposition of Shankar’s
Vedanta, based on the undeniable facts of universal
experience, free from the clutches of unquestioning faith,
suggesting to the extrovert seeker that he should purify the
mind, turn inwards and be established in the “True Self”.

“For those who have secured the Grace of Guru,
attained serenity of the mind and whose intellect has turned
away from the external phenomena, there is nothing so
blissful, so well known, so easily knowable, and quite so
nearer as Bramhan”. (Shankara Gita-Bhashya — XVIII-50)

Vedanta seen through the eyes of the Swamiji is not,
as depicted by many others to whom we have listened, a
speculative system postulatng some logical theories which
can result at best in an intellectual knowledge about the truth
leaving the seeker still hanging in the noose of his knowership,
but rather the means to direct experience of being one with
the non-dual reality, bereft of the knower-known-knowledge
delusion. His Holiness went to lengths in pointing out that
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when the word experience (anubhava) is used in the Vedantic
scriptures with reference to the self, it does not denote any
particular mental — modification which depends on the sense
organs or the mind for its manifestation, but to another type
of intuition which is common to all and implicit in the
conventional dealings expressed in phrases like “In sleep I
knew nothing”, “I dreamt” and “I awoke”. This intuition, all
though self-manifest, immediate and desiderating no other
means of knowledge for it’s revelation, has been uniformly
overlooked due to the extrovert nature of man’s mind. It is
only the traditional method of Vedanta (known to handful of
people in the world today) that repeatedly directs us towards
this experience, the universal experience of the witness
(Saakshi-Anubhava) by negating all that is falsely super-
imposed on the self owing to a lack of discrimination.

We came to Sri Swamiji with the conceit of being
knowers of the self, but after acquainting ourselves with his
teachings and receiving the indispensable guidance of his
brilliant disciple Sri Devarao Kulkarni, we could appreciate
the fact that to know the Self means to be the Self, and to be
the Self only means to cease identifying with the non-Self.
Those who think that the knowledge of Vedanta does not
radically transform the attitudes, the conduct and the morality
of the aspirant, are far from the truth. In other words, Vedanta
does transform personality in its entirety.
